1~ Applicability. Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, the Valley Springs Benefit

Basin Fee required hereunder shall be payable by (1) all Development Projects within the

Basin boundaries for which applications for building permits or other entitlements for

Developll1ent Projects are rnade on or after the effective date of this R_esolution; and (2)

all Development Projects within the basin boundaries for which building permits or other

entitlements for Development Projects were issued prior to the effective date ofthis

Resolution and for \vhich permits or entitlements were issued subject to a condition

requiring the developer to pay a Valley Springs Benefit Basin Fee.

2. Basin Boui1tlary. Valley Springs Benefit Basin shall include al11egal parcels located,

either in whole or in part, within the area of the benefit as shown in Exhibit A.
