Adopt a resolution that authorizes and directs submission of an addendum to the Calaveras
Works and Human Services Agency (CWHSA) CalWORKs Plan for Transportation Supportive
Services effective January 1, 2009 to be the established Internal Revenue Services standard
mileage rate for CaiWORKs Welfare-To-Work participants.

SUMMARY:

The State Department of Social Services requires counties fo review the reimbursement rate used
for CalWORKs participants’ transportation expenses no less than once per year, and update the
rate when appropriate. This is to ensure that Welfare-to-Work (WTW) participants receive the
necessary supportive services to participate in the WTW program. The State also requires that
the counties must ensure that its transportation reimbursement rate reflects current regional
market rates and covers necessary transportation costs.

FINANCING:

Funding for the CalWORKs Transportation Supportive Services comes from the
TANF/CalWORKs Single Allocation and is covered in CWHSA current fiscal year budget.

DISCUSSION:

The Board of Supervisors approved the CalWORKs County Plan in 1998. In accordance with
State Department of Social Services All County Leiter 03-15, which states the county must first
submit proposed changes fo their CalWORKs County Plan o the State for review and certification
before a county implements a new, or changes an existing transportation reimbursement rate.

The State Department of Social Services per All County Letter 08-41 requires the county fo
establish a transportation reimbursement rate when participants use a personal vehicle for

participation in WTW activities. The county must either (1) select an existing rate used in the
county, or (2) develop a rate that covers necessary transportation costs. Both of these types of
rates must cover necessary transportation costs based on regional market rates and should
include the cost of gas, oil, insurance, license and registration fees, as well as a provision for
normal wear and tear and maintenance.

CHHSEA has selected the existing rate that is used for Calaveras County employees who use their
personai vehicle to conduct county business which is the established internal Revenue Services
standard mileage rate which is currently $.585 per mile.

By selecting the established Internal Revenue Services standard mileage rate for CalWORKs
WTW participants, this will now allow CWHSA to adjust the rate whenever the IRS makes its
mileage rate adjustment without the CWHSA doing a subsequent addendum to the CWHSA's
CalWORKs plan.

ALTERNATIVES:

The Board could choose not to adopt this resolution to submit an addendum to the Calaveras
County CalWORKs plan establishing the [RS standard mileage rate as the mileage
reimbursement rate for CalWORKs WTW participants; however this alternative is not
recommended because this proposed addendum meets the States requirement of an established
mileage reimbursement rate for CalWORKs WTW participants.

DEPARTMENTAL RECOMMENDATION:

The Community Development Agency (CDA) recommends the Board of Supervisors review the
proposed revisions to the Access Requirements ordinance, take public input, and:

A Approve the proposed ordinance for a first reading and continue the matter to the next
regular meeting for adoption.

SUMMARY:

This draft ordinance is intended to supersede Interim Ordinance #2953, adopted on June 3,
2008, by the Calaveras County Board of Supervisors, and revise Title 17, Section 17.04.030 of
the Calaveras County Municipal Code, to address legal access requirements.

FINANCING:

No significant fiscal impact is anticipated from the proposed text change amendment.

DISCUSSION:

Discussion of legal access requirements was brought before the Board of Supervisors on
March 25, 2008, by the Community Development Agency (CDA), in response to ongoing issues
regarding the definition of legal access and access requirements for the issuance of building
permits. In response, the Board of Supervisors directed staff to draft zoning amendment
language to Title 17, with a provision that the amendment would sunset on December 31, 2008,
and the code would revert to language contained within Section 17.04.030 prior to adoption of
the interim ordinance. Staff was also directed to establish an ad hoc legal access committee to

consider the remaining legal access and road adequacy issues, who would report back to the
Board of Supervisors.

On April 17, 2008, the CDA brought the proposed amendment language before the Calaveras
County Planning Commission, which adopted Resoiution #2008-024, recommending the Board
of Supervisors adopt a zoning ordinance text amendment fo Section 17.04.030 of the county
code to clarify county legal access requirements. However, the Planning Commission did not
recommend inclusion of the December 31, 2008 sunset clause.

On June 3, 2008, the Calaveras County Board of Supervisors accepted the Planning
Commission’s recommendations, in part, and adopted County Ordinance #2953, amending

Section 17.04.030 of the Calaveras County Code (see attached). However, the Board did
include a December 31, 2008, sunset clause.

The existing Ordinance is due to sunset on December 31, 2008. Language contained in Section
17.04.030 will revert to language contained within this section prior to adoption of the interim
ordinance and will remain in effect until 30 days after the Board adopts a new Text Change

Zoning Amendment ordinance or precludes reversion by extending the date of the sunset
clause.

ALTERNATIVES:.

After public input, the Board may choose to modify the proposed Ordinance and reintroduce as
a new first reading. Staff has raised concerns regarding the addition of the word “substantially”
to the requirement for parcels to be “...served by a road that substantially meets the design
criteria set forth in §8.10.340(B)" without specifying the criteria for substantial conformance.

OTHER AGENCY INVOLVEMENT:

Legal Access Committee, in consultation with the Planning Department and County Counsel.

The Legal Access Commitiee was established, as directed by the Board of Supervisors, and
met monthly, beginning on May 23, 2008. Consideration was given to the definition of “legal
access” as it pertains to county code, enforcement jurisdiction and requirements, adequate
access requirements as defined by Public Works and the county road ordinance, and
recommendations for final language addressing legal access in Section 17.04.030. The
Committee has concluded its deliberations on November 18, 2008, and will offer their
conclusions and recommendations to the Board in the presentation at the start of this Agenda
item. The Committee's recommended wording for the Text Change Zoning Amendment to
Section 17.04.030 has been incorporated in the proposed Ordinance {see attached). The Legal

Access Disclosure statement proposed by the Committee is also attached for Board
consideration and approval.

SECTION 1: The following section of the Calaveras County Code is hereby amended to
read as follows:

CHAPTER 17.04
GENERAL REGULATIONS

Section 17.04.030 Access Requirements.

A.

Each use of land shall have access from a public road, constructed to the
standards of the Fire & Life Safety regulations (§8:10 et seq.) or the County Road
Ordinance (§12.02 et seq.), which ever is greater, for the land use proposed, except
for the following:

. Permits to construct a primary or accessory single family residential dwelling,

including the respective attached or detached residential garage, and permits for a
septic system or other improvements required in order to receive a certificate of
occupancy for said residential dwelling, on a parcel which was created or approved
prior to January 1, 1991 and is served by a road that substantially meets the design
criteria set forth in §8.10.340(B) and Section 1273.10 of Title 14 Natural
Resources, Division 1-5, Department of Forestry, Chapter 7 — Fire Protection,
Subchapter 2 SRA Fire Safe Regulations, Articles 1-5 (10 foot road width).

. .Permits to remodel, repair, or replace an existing structure or improvement.
3. Permits for earthwork related to fire protection and site clearing operations,

agriculture and livestock activities; erosions and sediment control; and drainage
improvements.

. Permits for the construction of a new well.

Except for those exceptions in “A” above, all parcels requiring roads to be
developed or improved to County Standards shall demonstrate a right of access
from the nearest public road, as indicated by recorded deed, Parcel or Final Map, or
court order.



SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY.

if any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, or word of this Ordinance is for any reason
held to be unconstitutional, unlawful, or otherwise invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction,
such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. The Board
of Supervisors hereby declares that it would have passed and adopted this Ordinance and each
and all provisions thereof irrespective of the fact that any one or more of said provisions be
declared unconstitutional, unlawful, or otherwise invalid.

The Clerk of the Board is hereby directed to publish this Ordinance, within fifteen (15) days after

11, PURBLIC COMMENTS/GENERAL PUBLIC (08-19, I, 99)

a) Chris Williams, spoke as a San Andreas Attorney, citizen, taxpayer and
voter, Williams referenced the lack of funding for background checks on
veolunteers for the animal shelter. Williams feels this type of responsibility
should not be shifted to the public. Concerns were stated about the
information cobtained from Public Records Act Requests deocumentation.
Reference was made to funds that have been expended in defense of the
Community Development Agency Director.

Williams expressed concerns for the current state of the Community
Development Agency’s budget. Williams stated his distress regarding this
department’s practices and policies. Williams referenced the upcoming
election and how he feels it relates to the Community Development Director.

b} Pauline Iwata, spoke representing Relay for Life 2008. Ms. Iwata
reported that the recent relay raised $135,000. Despite not reaching the
goal that had been set, Ms. Iwata expressed pride that during this time of
economic stress the community has supported this endeavcer.

Ms. Iwata reccgnized Supervisor Tryon for his support this and previous
years. Appreciation was expressed for Supervisor Thomas singing the Star
Spangle Banner at the ceremony.

c} Stuart Mumm, Poker Flat Homeowner, spoke stating concerns regarding
illegal transient rentals. Poker Flat is zoned R~1, Single Family Residential
Homes with rentals permitted for 30 days or longer. Mumm stated that some
property owners in Poker Flat are renting out their homes for short term
rentals. Mumm feels this viclates the rights of the other property owners.

Mumm itemized various aspects that the short term rentals are causing the
area including overloading of the sewage system which can enter into Lake
Tulloch. The issue of overcrowding the roads and parking areas could lead to
emergency vehicle response difficulties was stated.

Mumm wants the County to enforce existing crdinances and the transient rental
codes. Mumm has sent in complaint forms to the County and has not received
response from these. The guestion of if the County is collecting the 6%
Transient Occupancy Tax on these illegal rentals was asked.

d) Karen Pekarcik, Director, First Five Calaveras, submitted to the Board
information regarding a new bill that has been proposed by Senator Cox. This
bill would eliminate First Five beginning in 2008/2009 and would put the
funds toward Medi-Cal enrollments for children. Ms. Pekarcik feels that these
enrollments will not have any real benefit to the County.

The variocus programs that would be eliminated by this bill were itemized
including the majority of the dental care that is provided to the children.
Play groups and pre-school enrollments would also be eliminated throughout
the County. Having children enrolled in pre-school allows the agencies that
provide varicus programs to be aware of these children and their needs.

Ms. Pekarcik informed that research has been conducted on early childhood
development and the support of families and children. fThe economic return on
investment in early childhood is over 16% for the investment of public
dollars. To invest in its youngest children is considered the best economic
development that a community, city or state can do.

Ms. Pekarcik reported on First 5 funding used for young children’s dental
care and the impact it 15 making on their health, ability to learn and
general well being. Ms. Pekarcik asked the Board to think about Senator
Cox’s bill and what it will mean to First 5 programs.

e) Mary Boblet, spoke on behalf of Albert Michelson Elementary School for
the annual chicken in the barrel fundraiser on Sunday June 1, 2008. This year
there will be a special auction item that will have a student be Supervisor
Tryon’s shadow of the day.

f) Supervisor Tryon opened discussion with the Board for other Supervisors
to participate in this type of fundraiser auction item.

) Nik Tali, Poker Flat Homeowner, spoke referencing illegal rental
properties. Tali stated concerns about the sewage system and the strain that
is put on these systems when improper care and over use Occurs,. Tali
referenced spills that have happened into Lake Tulloch in the past and the
method that will be used for notification in the future. Tali would like the
zoning code enferced for rentals in Poker Flat Subdivision.

h) Bill Schmiett, Mountain Ranch, Director Central Calaveras Fire
Protection District, referenced a recent Beoard of Supervisors discussion
regarding fireworks. Central Fire and Ebbetts Pass have banned fireworks in
their districts. Schmiett feels that since the Fire Chiefs Association is an
operational not a policy making organization, they would not be in a position
to ban fireworks in the County.

Schmiett referenced cther counties that have banned fireworks and feels that
this is & Board of Supervisors decision. Schmiett stated that if an ordinance
is in place it makes it easier for the legal system tc collect restitution
when there are damages due to fires,

i) Supervisor Callaway referenced origins of fires from sources cther than
fireworks. Support was given to individual fire districts making their own
regulations regarding fireworks.

12. AGRICULTURE (08-19, I 641 & 08-19, II)

Mary Mutz, Agricultural Commissioner, initiated discussion for the
introduction of an ordinance amending certain sections to Calaveras County
Code, Chapter 14.02 - Agricultural Lands and Operations. These amended
definitions will give conformation with those in Title 17 and will eliminate
the sunset date for the Agricultural Dispute Resolution Committee {ADRC).

A study session was held on April 8" addressing the changes that are contained
in this ordinance. Ms. Mutz stated there are currently two sets of definitions
for agricultural land and agricultural operations found in the two Code
Sections and this ordinance would have them be identical. Currently, there is

a Section under the ARDC that would abolish the committee June 2008 if not
amended.,

Chair opened the public comment portion of the introduction for this part of
the ordinance. There was no one wishing to speak and the public comment
portion was closed with the matter returning to the Beard for further
discussion.

Supervisor Tryon spoke with concerns regarding the definition of the
agricultural endeavors and their commercial purposes. Supervisor Tryon does

not support the wording “the land dcoes not need to produce income to be an
agricultural designation”.

Ms. Mutz stated that she feels that the intent of the discussion from the
study session was to protect and defend any type of agricultural operation.

Chair Wilensky referenced a statement from the study session made by Robert
Garamendi of the ARDC. This was the unanimous view of the committee that the
land should be defined by the activity on rather than the result of that
activity.

Supervisor Claudino and Thomas feel that this definition is consistent with
the intent for the results of the study session.

Motion made to approve the introduction of an ordinance amendment to Title
14.02.010, with wavier of reading.

. Moved: - Callaway Second: Thomas Approval: Unanimous

Supervisor Callaway initiated discussion with several areas of concern and for
clarification in 14.02.100 dispute resolution these areas - A.) The ADRC
“may” at its discretion, hear disputes.

Ms. Mutz responded that not all cases may be appropriate for the committee to
hear and may be better suited for a court of law. The committee is comprised
of volunteers without training in some of the disputes that may be submitted
to them and may be out of their realm. The wording will be changed to the ADRC
“shall” at its discretion, hear disputes.

B.) Supervisor Callaway asked to have the word “agriculture” inserted before
the word disputes to the ADRC.
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C. 1} Supervisor Callaway would like to have the words ™(generally RR or RA)”
after agricultural zoning eliminated. Recommendation was made to change the
wording after from residential areas “abutting agricultural zoning” changed to
read “in close proximity”.

F.} Supervisor Callaway recommended that the training requirement section be
eliminated that was necessary at the time of inception for this committee. It
has become protocol for current members to train new members,

G.) Superviscr Callaway stated since attendance before this committee is a
volunteer process, the Board of Supervisors has no authority for final
resolution. Consensus was determined to change the wording that “such findings
may be forwarded to the appropriate County department head who may, but is not
required to, take further action in connection with those matters, subject to
his oxr her contrel”.

Chair Wilensky itemized the three processes that the committee can provide;
fact finding, mediaticn and holding a fair hearing where a decision or
recommendation will be made. After these processes are accomplished and
further steps are necessary, the information could be brought to the
particular agency for appropriate acticn.

H.) Superviscr Callaway does not know where there is any enforcement for
monetary penalties in the event of a material breech. The concern was
expressed by Supervisor Callaway that this ordinance is the County’s and where
control by the County could be extended.

Counsel Jones stated that the paragraph is entirely advisory. Jones
encourages the committee to produce an agreement between the parties ang to
put into written contract with a mitigation inclusion should there be a
breech.

Board discussion continued with consensus to retain the paragraph as
submitted.

1.) Supervisor Callaway opposes eliminating a sunset clause of the ADRC and
recommends a five year sunset from the date of adopting the ordinance. Board
concurred on this amendment.

Superviscor Thomas referenced attachment I, 17.06 D to change the word includes
to “including’”. This change will also be made in the ordinance, 14.02.012, B,
4.

Chair cpened the public comment portion of the introduction for this part of
the ordinance. There was no one wishing to speak and the public portion was
closed with the matter returning to the Board for further discussion.

Motion made to approve the introduction of an ordinance amendment to Title 14,
Chapter 14.02.100 as amended with waiver of reading.

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13. PUBLIC HEARING/APPEAL/COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT (08-19, II, 257 & 08-194,)
Robert Sellman, Planning Director, outlined the public hearing appeal
procedure for a Planning Commission conditions of approval for Billy and Anita
French. The applicant has concerns about the appropriateness of the County
road conditions that was being requested by the Planning Commission. The
matter was continued from the first hearing to allow time for the applicant to
file an appropriate modification. When this was filed, it was determined to be
incomplete, as the requirement for an engineer to be a participant in the
evaluation has nct been done. The modification request is not complete, the
Planning Commission has proceeded with the application as recommended by
staff. This approved project, with the conditions, not subject to
modification, has been appealed.

Bil:i French, appellant, addressed the Board requesting the removal of a
condition to be able to record the f£inal map on project 2005-082. Mr. French
feels the information that was presented to the Planning Commission for their
decision contained erroneous facts. The appeal is for the conditiocon
requirement found in the appeal documents, Attachment 3, III-C, 3a, on page 8
of 12 of the Planning Commission. Reference was made to a Planning Commission
hearing where the status of Hogan Dam Rcad was discussed. French referenced a
recorded quit claim deed in Book 400 page 123 that he feels deoes not pertain
te the property being considered.

Mr. French referenced Book 2, page 146 of recorded Parcel Maps, item number 4
concerning dedication ¢f public right for reoad purposes. Item number 4A,
refers to the Right of Way of 30 feet, 15 foot from each centerline. A
reference was made by French of puklic service easements inside of the
subdivision only. French feels the reguested 32 feet of easement will disrupt
the plans that have been submitted for the lot split. Mr. French referenced
the issue of a forced dedication and the relationship of eminent domain.

Supervisor Claudino stated according to the documents there exists a fifty(50)
foot right of way at this time for Hogan Dam Road. What is being reguired is
the dedication to take this a sixty-four{ed)foot right of way. Mr. French is
being asked to dedicate seven(7)foot on his side of the road.

Sellman informed that after everything is surveyed, the determination cof what
will be necessary will be based on the terrain of the property. Uniform width
plus slope consideration is what is used by the County.

French again referenced the recorded map and feels the County does not own
anything and wants the road to stay in the present Jocation.

Janis Elliott, Assistant County Counsel, stated that the County does own this
road. Ms. Elliott referred to a May 1, 2008 memo from the County Surveyor that
contains all of the relevant documents. Resolution 75-229 reveals there was an
exchange of properties with the Bank of Stockton and the County which states
there was an exchange in fee for two different properties. The documents
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referred to by Mr. French are not near this subdivision. Ms. Elliot stated
that the gquit claim deed is indeed a valid transfer of property.

Ms. Elliott stated there are two errors in Mr. French’s presentation. The
property in discussion is on his property and is within the subdivision and the
code section does apply. The County does own a 50 foot fee interest in Hogan Dam
Road. Ms. Elliott expressed disagreement with Mr. French's legal analysis of what
the County owns,

Ms. Elliott concurs with the County Survevor and his submission. The map
submitted by Mr. French must be consistent with the General Plan and the
County Code requires the dedication. The impact from the reguest parcel split
creates the need to improve the road.

Supervisor Thomas commented on a Tentative Parcel Map dated March 28, 2006 that
conflicts with the statements made by Mr. French regarding the easement.
Supervisor Thomas is in total agreement with County Counsel’s assessment of this

appeal. These types of conditions have been enforced on other land development
projects.

French referenced the lots and the remainder of the property as it relates tc the
map. French referenced the County Surveyors memo of May 1, 2008 and regarding
the public right of way based on continual public funded maintenance. French
discussed a Caltrans repcrt regarding this road.

Ms. Elliott feels that Mr. French’s interpretation is not the intent of this
paragraph.

Chair closed the public portion of the haring as there was no cne else wishing
to speak and the matter returning to the Beoard for further discussion.

Ms. Elliott stated that Caltrans comments are based sclely on Caltrans roads
and are irrelevant as this is a County road. The CEQA did include improvements
to Hogan Dam Road. Mr. French had stated in his applicaticn of his intent to
develop the remainder in the future. The initial study that was done was done
at the regquest of the Assistant County Counsel and was paid for the Planning
Department. No document has been submitted by the applicant to support his
appeal. There is not taking cof property by the County.

Supervisor Claudino strongly favors denial of this appeal. The ordinances and
General Plan requirements that are in place are the same for Mr, French as for
anyone else submitting project approval. The roadways have certain criteria
which is a 64 foot right of way. Supervisor Claudino is in agreement with
County Counsel and the County Surveyor and the County does have fee ownership.

Superviscr Claudino reiterated that what is being asked by the County is only
that Mr. French provide the additional space for this roadway not for him to
construct any roadway.
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Supervisor Thomas feels the conditions required are appropriate and supports
denial of the appeal.

Motion made to authorize the Chair to sign an amended resolution to deny the
appeal of the Planning Commissions approval of Project 2005-082, Tentative Parcel
Map for Billy and Anita French. The resclution is amended on page 2 paragraph 3
to include an itemization of findings, 1-6.

1l4. PUBLIC HEARING/COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT (08-19A, I, 212 & II)
Chair Wilensky read into the record the public hearing to consider revisions to
the current County Zoning Code General Access Requirements.

Stephanie Morenc, Director Community Develcopment Agency(CDA), stated that the
Board has adopted a resolution of intention to amend Title 17 for an interim
measure while the County considers permanent solutions. The Planning
Commission approved the resolution with the additicon of the removal of the
sunset provision which is December 31, 2008.

Ms. Moreno stated that the committee that was directed to be formed now has
filled &ll the positions and will convene scon regarding interim measures. The
roster of members was submitted to the Board with availability for the public and
posting to be done on the County Web Site

Chair opened the public comment porticn of the hearing.

a) Joe Kelly, spoke with concerns about the sunset clause being eliminated
by the Planning Commission. Mr. Kelly referenced Government Codes, the General
Pilan, CEQA, codified requirements, illegal accesses; how and why they were
created, conformity, consistency, road and fire ordinances.

b} Bill Schmiett, Mountain Ranch, wants to attend meetings of the Legal
Access Committee and asked for notification and the posting of the agendas.

c) Nancy Whittle, Angels Camp, referenced public comment at the last Board
of Supervisors meeting regarding the General Plan. Ms. Whittle referenced Land
Use Page 2-215 stating the goal is to protect the reasoconable use of property
in the County. The policy is to allow the construction of one single family
residence on each legally created parcel capable of supporting such use.

Ms., Whittle urged the Board not include a sunset clause. For legal access
issues for building permits either the General Plan must be changed on legally
created parcel or change the zoning ordinance to conform to the General Plan.

d) Al Segalea, feels a committee may not be necessary 1f the word “legal”
is dropped in the zoning code. Mr. Segalea feels the words “legal access”
that is being used may have false meaning. There are four different kinds of
easements with only two being deeded.
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Mr. Segalea feels that it is not the Board of Supervisors responsibility to
control everything in the County with access concerns being a civil issue.

Chair closed the public hearing as there was no one else wishing to speak and
the matter returned to the Board for further discussion.

Ms. Morenc{CDA) stated that deeded access is not being required by the
Building Department. There are other methods to provide proof of access.

Superviseor Tryon is not in favor of the Legal Access Committee or the interim
measure. Tryon feels legal access is defined on parcel splits and this method
could be used. The three issues that are inveolved are 1) property rights with
legal access being fundamental; 2) road standards for proposed land use; 3)
rural sprawl and the environmental concerns that it brings.

Supervisor Callaway feels the County can not create legal access. The granting
of a permit for a primary structure 1s not giving legal access. Supervisor
Callaway does not support the part of granting a permit for a primary/single
family or accessory single family residential dwelling.

Supervisor Thomas supports the proposed ordinance.

Supervisor Claudino spoke regarding A) of Access requirements and asked what
is currently be asked at the time of the initial screening for a permit.

Ms. Moreno CDA responded with what is being required at this time.
Supervisor Claudino supports the documents as presented.

Chair Wilensky stated there are many versions of access and disputes to
address interpretations of what is applicable. Wilensky feels that the
committee is a pesitive means to develop creative sclutions to the issues that
are being presented. The property rights of all sides of the situation needs
o be evaluated. Support is given to having a sunset clause to have a timely
finish by the committee.

Bill Schmiett spoke with concerns about amending the ordinance.

Al Segalea feels if someone has a legal parcel they should have right to build
on this.

Chris Williams, spoke stating that the word “legal” should be removed in
connection with access. This should be worked out with the individual owners
and not the Board of Superviscrs responsibility.

Nancy Whittle feels the issue pertains to parcels that have been deemed and
recognized in the General Plan.

Robert Sellman, Planning Directeor, anncunced that agenda items 10a and 10b be
considered concurrently.

This has been an ongoing issue causing
concern for property owners, realtors and those in the building trade. Moreno
read into the record, propocsed language tc Title 17, Chapter 17.04.030, (Access
Requirements) as referenced in attachment A of staff’s memo. Morenc referred to a
Board option - adopt the code amendment with a sunset clause giving people time
to put their building permits in place, over a period of time. Moreno then read
into the record a second option as recommended by the CDA and referenced on page
1l of staff’s memo.

Chair Wilensky opened the discussion to the public and the following addressed
the Board: Bill Schmiett, Mountain Ranch; Chris Williams, a San Andreas
Attorney; David White; Darren Borgendalen; Dean Borgendalen; Joe Kelly; Diane
Keane; Scott Burr; Gary Zucca; Penny Mihaly; and Bill Vierra. Areas wvoiced
included: implementation Measure II-15A-1; «current policy as unfair;
prescriptive easements; roads; the term of legal access; ingress and egress;
incentives to cure problems; reasonable fixes would cure 20% of the problems:
negative effect on agri business; width of easements; 1landlocking; traffic
impacts; and the creation of an ad hoc legal access committee.

There being no other members of the public wishing to address the Board, Chair
returned the discussion to the Board and staff. Janis Elliott, Assistant County
Counsel, defined the term “prescriptive easement”. She informed that
pregscriptive access is a form ¢f legal access. What the County is defining here,
is - when does prescriptive access beccome legal access for purposes of pulling a
building permit or subdividing property? Moreno responded to public comments.
Chair read into the record a letter from Marsha L. (Shaelyn) Strattan.

Supervisor Tryon stated that he disagrees with staffs recommendations; voilced
support of what the Board did in 1986; voiced support of the current code that
defines legal access. Supervisor Callaway agrees with Tryen on legal access;
wants legal access on any new development; agrees to a sunset clause; willing to
wait, © to 9 months, for a rocad solution; supports an ad hoc committee;
Supervisor Claudino voiced support of staff’s recommendations. Supervisor Thomas
voiced support of staff’s proposed language. Chair Wilensky spoke of different
circumstances in different parts of the County; agreed to a interim solution;
voiced support of an ad hoc committee and the need for a sunset clause.

Chair polled the Board resulting in a majority of the Board in favor of directing
staff to initiate the following amendment to Title 17 (Zoning) of the Calaveras
County Code, with a provision that the provisions will sunset on December 31,
2008 and the code will revert back to the language contained within 17.04.030
prior to adopticon. Proposed language: 17.04.030 Access requirements:

1) Fach use of land or structure shall have legal access from the nearest public
road, as indicated by recorded deed, parcel or final map, court order, or
other document determined to meet this requirement by the Director of
Community Development or his/her designee. The following are exempt from the
reguirement to show proof of access for a building permit:

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a) Permits to construct the primary or accessory single-family residential
dwelling, including the respective attached more detached residential
garage, and alsc including permits for a septic system or other
improvements required in order to receive a certificate of occupancy;

k) Permits tc remodel, repair or replace an existing structure or improvement;

c} Permits for earthwork related to fire protection and site clearing
operations, agriculture and livestock activities; ercosion and sediment
control; drainage improvements; and

d} Permits for the construction of a new well.

2) allow CDA to accept building permit applications for plan check pending final
adoption of the amendment to Title 17;

3) Direct Public Works to compile a list of all former public roads that were
removed from public maintenance; and

4) Create an ad hoc legal access committee consisting of the following
representation and charge it with coming back to the RBoard of Supervisors
with recommendations on remaining legal access issues and road adequacy
issues, within 60 days of committee appointment;

a County Surveyor; County Planning Director; one engineer or architect; one
memper appointed by the Beard of realtors; one at-large real estate agent;
cne title insurance company representative; two at-large public
representatives; one County Public Works representative representing road
issues; one chief Building Official; one fire representative appointed by the
Fire Chiefs Asscciation; one general insurance company representative; and
one representative appointed by the Farm Bureau or Agricultural Ceoalition.

e 9:57 Chairman Kuehl closed the public hearing

o Bill Mason asked Janis Elliot to explain legal access. Janis Elliot
Explained that legal access can be created via a grant deed, a
recorded map or court proceedings involving prescriptive access.



She further stated that Title 16 defines what legal access is and
that Title 17 really does not define legal access and this has
resulted in Bruce Child and herself spending a lot of time
interpreting documents.  She also stated that new Fire and Life
Safety regulations adopted in the late 1990’s require more road
improvements and prescriptive access doesn’t always meet the
new road widths—therefore the county is seeing an increase in
legal actions over road issues.

Commissioner Mason asked how many parcels might not have
access and Bruce Child responded with “hundreds”, because the
Subdivision Map Act was not created until 1972,

Stephanie Moreno, Community Development Agency Director,
stated that any proposed change to Title 17 must ultimately be
approved by the Board of Supervisors, but that the process
provides for input from the public and the Planning Commission
and that is why it has been presented to the Planning
Commission.

Chairman Kueh! reopened the public hearing.

Nancy Whittle and Bill Schmidt both spoke again on the need to
have Title 17 and the General Plan be consistent.

Chairman Kuehl closed the public hearing.

Robert Sellman read the staff recommendation and findings.

A motion was made by Commissioner Mason and seconded by Commissioner
McLaughlin authorizing the Chairman to sign Resolution 2008-024
approving 2008-015 ZA based on the following findings:

The proposed Zoning Amendment is not subject to the California

Responding to
Chairman Kueh!'s question on the overall time frame, Stephanie reported
that the ultimate Spring of 2009 EIR target date is still within reach, but
that the interim steps to reach that goal are not currently on schedule,

Chairman Kuehl announced that the Policy and Procedures Commitiee will
report at the next Planning Commission meeting on May 1%
