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Manufactured Housing: Housing that is constructed of manufactured components, assembled partly at 
the site rather than totally at the site. Also refened to as modular housing. 

Market-Rate Housing: Housing which is available on the open market without any subsidy. The price 
for housing is determined by the markct forces of supply and demand and varies by location. 

Mean: The average of a range of numbers. 

Median: The mid-point in a range of numbers. 

Median Income: The annual income for each household size within a region which is defined annually 
by HUD. Half of the households in the region have incomes above the median and half have incomes 
below the median. 

Mitigate, v.: To ameliorate, alleviate, or avoid to the extent reasonably feasible. 

Mixed-use: Properties on which various uses, such as office, commercial, institutional, and residential, 
are combined in a single building or on a single site in an integrated development project with significant 
functional intenelationships and a coherent physical design. A "single site" may include contiguous 
properties. 

Mobile Home: A structure, transportable in one or more sections, built on a permanent chassis and 
designed for use as a single-family dwelling unit and which (I) has a minimum of 400 square feet of 
living space; (2) has a minimum width in excess of 102 inches; (3) is connected to all available permanent 
utilities; and (4) is tied down (a) to a permanent foundation on a lot either owned or leased by the 
homeowner or (b) is set on piel's, with wheels removed and skirted, in a mobile home park. 

Multi-family Dwelling Unit: A building or portion thereof designed for or occupied by two or more 
families living independently of each other, including duplexes, triplexes, quadplcxes, apartments, and 
condominiums. 

Overcrowding: Households oj' occupied housing units \vith 1.01 or mOre persons per room. 

Parcel: A lot in single ownership or under single control, usually considered a unit for purposes of 
development. 

Physical Defects: A housing unit lacking complete kitchen or bathroom facilities (U.S. Census 
definition). Jurisdictions may expand the Census definition in defining units with physical defects. 

Population. People oj' inhabitants ofa region or area. 

Poverty Level: As llsed by the U.S. Census, families and unrelated individuals are classified as being 
above or below the povelty level based on a poverty index that provides a range of income cutoffs or 
"poverty thresholds" varying by size of family, number of children, and age of householder. The income 
cutoffs are updated each year to reflect the change in the Consumcr Price Index. 
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Project-Based Rental Assistance: Rental assistance provided for a project, not for a specific tenant. A 

tenant receiving project-based rental assistance gives up the right to that assistance upon moving from the 

project. 

Public Housing: A project-based low-rent housing program operated by independent local public 
housing authorities, A low-income family applies to the local public housing authority in the area in 

which they want to live, 

Quantified Objective: The housing element must include quantified objectives which specify the 

maximum number of housing units that can be constructed, rehabilitated, and conserved by income level 
within a five- year time frame, based on the needs, resources, and constraints identified in the housing 

elcment (§65583 (b», The number of units that can be conserved should include a subtotal for thc 
number of existing assisted units subject to conversion to non-law-income households, Whenever 

possible, objectives should be set for each particular housing program, establishing a numerical target for 
the effective period of the program, Ideally, the sum of the quantified objectives will be equal to the 

identified housing needs, However, identified needs may exceed available resources and limitations 
imposed by other requirements of state planning law, Where this is the case, the quantified objectives 

need not equal the identified housing needs, but should establish the maximum number of units that can 
be constructed, rehabilitated, and conserved (including existing subsidized units subject to conversion 

which can be preserved for lower- income lise), given the constraints. 

Redevelop: To demolish existing buildings; or to increase the overall floor area existing on a property; 01' 

both; irrespective of whether a change occurs in land llse. 

Redevelopment Agency: California Community Redevelopment Law provides authority to establish a 

Redevelopment Agency with the scope and financing mechanisms necessary to remedy blight and 
provide stimulus to eliminate deteriorated conditions, The law provides for the planning, development, 
redesign, clearance) reconstruction, or rehabilitation) or any combination of these, and the provision of 

public and private improvements as may be appropriate or necessary in the interest of the general welfare 
by the Agency, Redevelopment law requires an Agency to set aside 20 percent of all tax increment dollars 

generated from each redevelopment project area for increasing and improving the community's supply of 

affordable housing. 

Regional Housing Needs Allocation: A quantification by a COG or by HCD of existing and projected 

housing need, by household income group, for all localities within a region. 

Regional Housing Needs Plan (RUNP): The Regional HOllsing Needs Plan (RHNP) is based on State of 

California projccfions of population growth and housing unit demand and assigns a share of the regionls 

future housing neeel to each jurisdiction in California. These hOllsing need numbers serve as the basis for 

the update ofthe i-lollsing Element in each California city and county. 

Rehabilitation: The repair) preservation) and/or improvement of substandard housing. 

ResidentiaJ j l\iultiple Family: Usually three or more dwelling units on a single sitel which may be in the 

same or separate buildings. 
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Residential, Single-family: A single dwelling unit on a building site. 

Rezoning: An amendment to the map andlor text of a zoning ordinance to effect a change in the nature, 

density, or intensity of uses allowed in a zoning district andlor on a designated parcel or land area. 

Secondary dwelling unit: A self-contained living unit, either attached to or detached from, and in 
addition to, the primary residential unit on a single lot. "Granny Flat" is one type of secondary dwelling 

unit intended for the elderly. 

Section 8 Rental Assistance Program: A Federal (HUD) rent-subsidy program that is one of the main 
sources of Federal housing assistance for low-income households. The program operates by providing 
"housing assistance payments H to owners, developers, and public housing agencies to make up the 

difference between the "Fair Market Rent" of a unit (set by HUD) and the household's contribution 
toward the rent, which is caleulated at 30 percent of the household's adjusted gross monthly income 

(GMI). Scction 8 includes programs for new construction, existing housing, and substantial or moderate 
housing rehabilitation. 

Seniors: Pcrsons age 65 and older. 

Service Needs: The particular services required by special popUlations, typically including needs such as 
transportation, personal care, housekeeping, counseling, meals, case management, personal emergency 

response, and other services preventing premature institutionalization and assisting individuals to 
continue living independently. 

Shall: That which is obligatory or necessary. 

Should: Signifies a directive to be honored if at all feasible. 

Site: A parcel of land used or intended for one use or a group of uses and having frontage on (\ public or 

an approved private street. A lot. 

Small Household: Pursuant to HUD definition, a small household consists of two to four non-elderly 

persons. 

Special Needs Groups: Those segments of the population which have a more difficult time finding 

decent affordable housing due to speeial circumstances. Under California HOllsing Element statutes, these 
special needs groups consist of the elderly, handicapped, large fatrlilies, female-headed households, 

farmwol'kers and the homeless. A jurisdiction may also choose to consider additional special needs 
groups in the Housing Element, such as students, military households, other groups present in their 

community. 

Subdivision! The division of a tract of land into defined \01s, either improved OJ' unirnprovcd, which can 

be s~parately conveyed by sale or lease, and which can be altered or developed. 

Subdivisi'on Map Act: Section 66410 et seq. of the California Government Code, this act vests in local 
legisJati,ie"bodi"es the: r~gulation and c6n1rol of the design and improvement of subdivisions, including the 

requirement for tentativtand finai maps. 



Subsidize: To assist by payment of a sum of money or by the granting of terms or favors that reduce the 

need for monetary expenditures. Housing subsidies may take the forms of mortgage interest deductions or 

tax credits from Federal and/or state income taxes, sale or lease at less than market value of land to be 
used for the construction of housing, payments to supplement a minimum affordable rent, and the like. 

Substandard Housing: Residential dwellings that, because of their physical condition, do not provide 
safe and sanitary housing. 

Substandard, Suitable for Rehabilitation: Substandard units which are structurally sound and where 
the cost of rehabilitation is economically warranted. 

Substandard, Needs Replacement: Substandard units which are structurally unsound and for which the 
cost of rehabilitation is considered infeasible, such as instances where the majority of a unit has been 
damaged by fire. 

Supportive Housing: Housing with a supporting environment, such as group homes or Single Room 
Occupancy (SRO) housing and other housing that includes a supportive service component such as those 
defined below. 

Supportive Services: Services provided to residents of supportive housing for the purpose of facilitating 

the independence of residents. Some examples are case management, medical OJ' psychological 
counseling and supervision~ child care, transportation, and job training. 

Tenure: The manner in which a hOllsing unit is occupied (i.e., rented or owned). 

Tenant-Based Rental Assistance: A form of rental assistance in which the assisted tenant may move 

from a dwelling unit with a right to continued assistance, The assistance is provided for the tenant, not for 
the project. 

Transient Occupancy Buildings: Buildings that have [in occupancy of 30 days or fewer, such as 
boarding hOllses, hospices, hostels, and en1Crgency shelters. 

Transi! Occupancy Tax: A (ax imposed by a jurisdiction upon (ravelers to the area, collec(ed by hotel, 

bed and breakfast, and condominium operators. 

Transitional Housing: Transitional housing is temporary (often six months to two years) housing for a 

homeless individual or fmnily who is transitioning to perman em housing. Transitional housing often 
includes a supportive services component (e.g. job skills tn;)ining, rehabilitation counseling, etc.) to allow 
individuals to gain necessary life skills in suppod of independent jiying. 

Universal Design: The creation of prociuc!'s ,:i.nd environments meant to be usable by all people, to the 
greatest extent possible, v,,1ithou11hc need for adaptation or specialization. 

O.S. Depilrtment of Housing alld lirb"" Development (HOD): The cabinet level depal'(l11ent of the 
Federal govc!'l1ll1cnt responsible for hOllsing) hOllsing assistance) and urban development at the national 
level. HOl!sing programs administered through HUD include Comml.1nity Development Block Grant 
(CDBG), I-lOME and Section 8, among others. 
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Vacant: Lands or buildings that are not actively used for any purpose, 

Zoning: The division of a city or county by legislative regulations into areas, or zones, which specify 
allowable uses for real property and size restrictions for buildings within these areas; a program that 
implements policies of the General Plan 
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INTRODUCTION 

Under California law, the housing element must include the County's goals, policies, quantified 
obj ectives, and housing programs for the maintenance, improvement, and development of housing. 

This Housing Element includes seven goal statements. Undcr each goal statcmcnt, the element scts out 
policies that amplify each goal statcment. Implementation programs are listed at the end of the 
corresponding group of policies and describe the proposed action, the County agencies or departments 
with primary responsibility for carrying out the program, the timeframe for accomplishing the program, 
which policy it implements, and the funding source. Several of the implementation programs also identitY 
quantified objectives. 

The following definitions describe the nature of the statements of goals, policies, implementation 
programs, and quantified objectives as they are used in the Housing Element Policy Document: 

Goal: Ultimate purpose of an effort stated in a way that is general in nature and immeasurable. 

Policy: Specific statement guiding action and implying clear commitment. 

Implementation Program: An action) procedure, program, or technique that carries out general plan 
policy. Implementation programs also specify primary responsibility for carrying out the action and an 
estimated time frame for its accomplishment. The time frame indicates the fiscal year in which the 
activity is scheduled to be completed. These time frames are general guidelines and may be adjusted 
based on County staffing and budgetary considerations. 

Quantified Objective: This is the number of housing units that the County expects to be constructed, 
conserved, or rehabilitated, or the number of households the County expects will be assisted through 
Housing Element programs based on general market conditions during the time frame of the I-lousing 
Element 

I-lousing element law recognizes tbat in developing housing policy and programs, identified housing 
needs may exceed available resources and the commlU1itis ability to satisfy these needs. The quantified 
objectives of the housing element, therefore) need not be identical to the identified housing need, but 
should establish the maximum number of housing units that can be constructed, rehabilitated) and 
conserved, or honseholds assisted over a five,·year time frame (i,e., 2009-2014).
